	Activity Title:
	A Safer Crossing

	Topic/Theme:
	People Who Help Us
	Organisation:
	A group of approximately six to eight children around a table inside.  

	Learning Focus:
	To build on previous learning to plan, construct, use tools and join materials for a purpose.

	Resources:
	EYFS Road Safety PowerPoint, brightly coloured card, lolly sticks, pom-poms, tape, glue, pens, black paper, white paper, scissors, playdough, small junk-modelling materials/loose parts (e.g. bottle lids, straws, corks, cardboard tubes), small world buildings, toy cars, people figures.

	Preparations:
	Set up a small world street scene with some roads, buildings, cars, and people figures/puppets. 
Present the EYFS Road Safety PowerPoint on a screen. Alternatively, print out the slides if there is no nearby access to a screen.

	Core Vocabulary:
	Extended Vocabulary:

	Cut, stick, make, walk, look, listen, cross, help, careful, safe, dangerous, road, path, cars, lollipop person, adult, sign, traffic, lights, place, glue, tape, scissors, hard, strong, stand.
	Join, attach, design, plan, create, trusted, alert, zebra crossing, pelican crossing, vehicles, pedestrian, pavement, route, journey, location, base, solid, upright, equipment, tools.

	Adult Input ([image: ] with opportunities for deepening understanding and extending language skills in italics):

	· Begin a discussion with the children about their journey to school and refer to other experiences when they have had to cross a road.  
How did you get to school this morning? Did you have to cross any roads?
How do you know when it’s safe to cross the road? 
Should you cross the road by yourself? Who can you trust to help you?
· Look at the EYFS Road Safety PowerPoint slides or printouts. Talk about the different ways people can cross the road safely and who could help them to do this. 
Have you used any of these road safety crossings before?
What should you remember to do when crossing a road?
What is the job of a lollipop person?
· Introduce the small world street that has been set up and invite children to begin a role play with the characters. During the role play, point out that there is nowhere for the people to cross the road safely and no one to help them cross.  
Where are the people going?
How will they get there?
How could they cross the road safely? Who could help them?
· Show the children junk-modelling resources and explain that they can make props to add to the street to create safe areas to cross the road. Encourage children to share their ideas with others about what they want to make, e.g. a sign for a lollipop person to hold, a zebra crossing, some traffic lights, a trusted adult to hold hands with. 
What will you make?
Where will you place it on the small world street? Why have you chosen this location?
· Encourage children to plan how they are going to create their designs before beginning to construct. Talk about the materials they are going to use and how they will join different parts together. Refer to the road crossing pictures on the PowerPoint and look at the colours and shapes used for the signs, equipment and markings. Model some sentences as examples.
I will need a thin pipe for the lollipop stick and a circular shape of brightly coloured card to go on the top. I will join them together with tape around the top. 
What will you get ready before you start?
I wonder what you could you use to create this part.
What do you notice about the colour/shape of this?
What materials/tools have you used before that have worked well?
· Prompt children to begin to create their road safety props. Encourage them to try different techniques, skills and materials if their first ideas don’t work as well as they planned. Remind them of previous things they may have made and use some of these ideas and methods. Children could also use their peers for support and ideas. 
What could you use to help this sign/light to stand up without holding it?
I wonder how we could make this stronger.
Can you think of a different way we could try?
Look at what Deen has done to make his zebra crossing. Are there any ideas you could use? 
· Once the props are made and placed in the small world street, invite children to role play again with the characters and vehicles. Reflect on whether the street is now safe for pedestrians and praise children for their hard work and road safety creations. 
Who will your character choose to help them to cross the road safely?
Where is the safest place to cross the road?

	Ideas for Additional Support:
Focus on creating one simple type of road safety prop (e.g. a flat zebra crossing) by cutting strips of black and white paper then sticking them together. A flat design is easier to create than something that needs to be upright (such as a zebra crossing beacon). 
Provide descriptive commentary of what the children are doing and what is happening when making their props. 
Use photos of roads and crossings from the local area to support children with their understanding and to develop language. Focus on just one way to cross the road safely rather than several.

	Ideas for Extension into Continuous Provision: 
Provide resources, such as large junk-modelling materials, chalk, paper and pens, so children can create large-scale road signs and crossings in the outside area. Offer fluorescent jackets for children to take on the role of a lollipop person and help others to cross roads safely while some children are on wheeled toys. These School Crossing Patrol Stick Puppets may provide visual aids for children to take on their role.
Lay a large roll of paper on the floor and provide some mark-making tools for children to draw their own town or map. They may also wish to use paint, sponges and other tools to create different textures for the grass, roads, water and bricks. Once complete, add toy vehicles and figures for children to move around their town as they play. 
Provide paper plates, lolly sticks, scissors, tape and mark-making tools for children to design their own road, construction and other safety signs. These could then be placed in the relevant areas around the classroom and outside. Some children could also take on the role of professionals who help to keep people safe, by reminding their peers about safe practices.
